Roger Lonneville, Commissioner called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The minutes of  September 29,2010 were prepared by the Recording Clerk and upon reviewing the minutes  a motion was made by Mayor Mink, seconded by Trustee Trimm  to accept the minutes voted upon and unanimously carried, as prepared and placed on file. 

Treasurer Gurewitch prepared and submitted to the Commission, the Operation and Maintenance Treasurer’s Report, a motion was made by Trustee Bogner, seconded by Trustee Henry to accept the treasurer report, subject to audit, voted upon and unanimously carried.

The following bills were presented to the Commission for their audit and were approved for payment on motion made by, Trustee Trimm seconded by Trustee Henry voted upon and unanimously carried-they were allowed as follows:

Old Business:

1. The Joint Sewer Board gave Steve Smith a positive work evaluation

2. Steve Smith was given to the end of next week (October 29th) to give an outline of how he is going to proceed with the response time of twenty minutes.

3. Trustee Trimm asked to have a copy of Steve Smith’s appraisal on his home after a discussion on selling his home and re-locating.

4. Steve Smith will be put on the three week rotation at the plant with Bill and Kent. Starting November 1st.

5. There is no additional training that is needed for Steve to get his 3-A license. The one stipulation he has to have 18 months experience in a Sewer plant.
6. Steve inquired about the $1.00 an hour raise that was verbally told to him when he was hired after his six month probation.

7. Commissioner Lonneville explained that the position was at $14.00 an hour with a $1.00 raise after a six month position. At the time of the interview Steve Smith would not accept the job less than $15.00 hour. At that time he was given $15.00 an hour which included the evaluation raise of a $1.00. This was reiterated by the Clerk/Treasurer of Shortsville.
8. Jason Rush will be installing the roof on the Grit Building for $8000.00

9. Mayor Johnsen and Mayor Mink gave a summary with their meeting with Attorney John Tyo. Mr.Tyo suggested having an Attorney that he is acquainted with, meet with the boards and relate arbitration solutions. Mr. Tyo will research this further and get back to Mayor Johnsen and Mayor Mink
10. Health Insurance-At the meeting of September 29, 2010, Mayor Mink made a motion to go to arbitration on the medical issue.

Second by Trustee Henry. The motion was adopted. This motion was rescinded at the October 19, 2010 meeting

It was moved by Mayor Mink and seconded that the motion to go to arbitration, adopted at the September 29, 2010 meeting be rescinded. The motion to rescind was carried.

11. Mayor Mink Motioned to go to 80-20% split on the medical insurance starting January 1st. Seconded by Trustee Bogner and carried with the following vote:

Mayor Mink stated that the Medical Insurance will be reviewed every year at enrollment time.

New Business:

1. The insurance with Anderson-Van Horne is up for renewal on November 16, 2010. Frank Stowell would like to meet with Mayor Mink and Mayor Johnsen to review the policy. The recording clerk will set this up.

Plant Business:

1. Repairs have been minor

2. Went with Slack Chemicals

3. Transfer switch on generator, Kent requested to get a new one at this time they are turning it on manually. The cost is between $2500-5000.

4. Natural gas generator is more efficient, have diesel now. Roger will look at it, if switch needs to be replaced

There was no further business to come before the Joint Sewer Board, so the meeting was adjourned by a motion  of Mayor Mink, seconded by Trustee Bogner, voted and carried unanimously, at 9:10 PM.
